· Act IV:  Honor over Justice 
1. Imagine you are the piece of paper that John Proctor has written on.  What did he write on you and what did he ultimately do with you?  Also, describe the conversations that took place, who was involved, and what you saw.

2. Imagine you are the noose around the neck of John Proctor, Rebecca Nurse, or Martha Corey.  Describe the things you saw and conversations you heard, as well as any other things that involved you and people around you.  Begin your description from the moment you are alone on the gallows, continue it as you are placed around the necks of the accused, and conclude it as you tighten around the person’s neck.  Finally, describe your thoughts and emotions as your victim hangs lifeless in your grip.   
An “A” response will do all or most of the following:

· Writes from the first person point of view of the person, place, object or thing, using I, me, mine, us, we, our, etc., and is at least 200 words long
· Provides specific examples of things that happened to that the person, place, object or thing
· Include what the person, place, object, or thing saw heard, felt, smelled, or tasted
· Response correctly answers all parts of the question or prompt

· Explain how this affected you in detail from the point of view of the person, place, object, or thing
· Relatively free of pointers, spelling, grammatical, or mechanical errors
