· Act V:  Birnam Wood Comes to Dunsinane 
1. Imagine you are the perceived spot on Lady Macbeth’s hand.  What did she say regarding you and what ultimately happened to you in her mind?  Also, describe the conversations that took place, who was involved, and what you saw.

2. Imagine you are the armor being worn by Macbeth.  Describe the important things you saw and conversations you heard, as well as any other things that involved you and people around you.  Begin your description from the moment you are put on Macbeth, continue it as you confront his aggressors, and conclude it after Macbeth takes his final breath, explaining why he was able to be defeated, and what happened to him after the two of you were separated.
An “A” response will do all or most of the following:

· Writes from the first person point of view of the object using I, me, mine, us, we,       our,  etc., and is at least 200 words long for each response

· Provides at least two directly cited examples per response to prove the things       that happened to the object from whose point of view you are writing

· Include what the person saw, heard, felt, smelled, or tasted

· Response correctly responds to all parts of the prompt

· Clearly explains how this affected you in detail from the point of view of the person

· Relatively free of pointers, spelling, grammatical, or mechanical errors
