· Know all the elements of fiction for the story
· Know the Methods of Characterization for all the major characters in the story

· Be able to compare and contrast major themes and issues in The Perks of Being a Wallflower and To Kill a Mockingbird

· Know the rules for identifying the subject, the simple predicate, prepositional phrases, and direct objects in a sentence
