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R-RATED FILMS OR OTHER MEDIA
Although the motion picture industry ratings were not intended to judge the educational value of films or other media, teachers have the responsibility to use discretion in the use of R-rated films or media.
The following guidelines should be considered a minimum effort on the part of the teacher:
1.
Prepare a brief statement as to the pertinence of the film or other media to the 
framework and the instructional value of the film or media
2.
Notify the principal that you are planning to use an R-rated film or other media in 
your class.

3.
Prepare a notification to be sent home with the students stating the title of the film or other media and obtain permission to view from parents.  (If permission is not received with the return of the consent, the student will do the alternative assignment.)
4.
Submit to the principal a copy of the letter sent home.

5.
Prepare an alternative activity for those students not permitted to view the film or other media.  (This should not be punitive or excessive in any manner.)

These guidelines are not intended to censor educational resources, but to assist in improving communication with parents and the community.
