Directions:  After logging onto the Internet, please follow these steps to create a web site for your topic.
1. In the address bar, type in www.geocities.com, and sign in using your Yahoo!  I.D. and password.
2. If you don’t have a Yahoo! account, under “Try Geocities for Free,” click on “Sign up for a Free Web Site.”  If you do, go to step 4.

3. Under Geocities Free,” click on “Schools and Education,” then click  on “Build You Web Site Now.”

4. Under “Build My Web Site,” click on “Yahoo! PageWizards”
5. Under “Quick Start,” double click on one of the eight designs, and click on “Begin”
6. If you have a Geocities web page, under “Choose a Look for Your Page,” click “Create a New Page,” then click “Next”

7. If not, under “Choose a Look for Your Page,” click on a style, then click “Next”
8. In the   “Enter Your Page Title and Text” box,  under “Enter Page Title,” give your presentation a name based on your topic
9. Under “Enter text,” type in a 170 to 225 word summary explaining the facts of your topic, then click “Next.”
10. In the  “Pick Your Picture” box, click on “Upload New Image,” click on “Browse,” click on “My Pictures,” double click on desired photo, then click “Upload.”
11. Under “Picture Caption,” type in a description, then click “Next.”
12. In the  “Enter Your Favorite Links” box,”  under “Name Your Favorite Links” section, type in “Links about My Topic.”
13. Under “Link Name,” and “Web Address,” type in the name of helpful web sites about your topic and their web address, then click “Next.”
14. In the  “Enter Your Information” box, under the “Your Info” section, type in your first name, the name of your English class, and Los Osos High School.
15. Under “Your E-mail Address,” put in your Yahoo e-mail address, and click on “Next.”
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16. In the “Name Your Page” box, under “Page Name,” type in your                                         topic, then click “Next.” 
17. In the “Congratulations” box, write down your web address for                                               future reference, click on “Done,” and your page is published

2. Under “Advanced Toolbox,” click on “File Manager”

3. Under “File Manager” click on “Open File Manager”

 icon by the URL name of your web page and click in the empty box to its left, then click on the “Edit” button 

5. Click on “Launch PageWizard” link

6. Begin editing your page by making any needed changes

7. When all your editing is done, click on the “Preview” button to make sure you are happy with the changes you made.

8. [image: image4.wmf]Once your editing is completed, keep click on the “Next” button until you get to the “Congratulations!” dialogue box.  Then click the “Done” button, and you are finished.
