1) “Loyalists wishing to remain faithful to the mother country complied with the new taxes and other regulations” (Purves 154).

2) “In the late 1780’s, the newly formed United States drafted a Constitution to structure its government and guarantee the rights of its citizens” (154).

3) “Lewis and Clark reached the Pacific coast in 18 months with the help of their Shoshone guide Sacajawea” (154).

4) “The United States took up arms a second time against England in the war of 1812, which went badly for the Americans before their victory over the British in the battle of New Orleans” (155).

5) “In the early 1600s five American Indian tribes in upper New York state formed the Iroquois League, one of the most powerful American Indian governments” (155).

6) “According to Indian tradition, Dekanawidah was a healing spirit in human form. In one story about his life, he appeared to the legendary Indian leader and hero Hiawatha, who was grieving from the death of his family” (157).

Note Making
1) Even though it is not stated in the passage, this implies that those who were not loyal, did not pay taxes or comply with any other regulations. This would probably anger the ruler of Great Britain.

2) The constitution was drafted almost 220 years ago, and it still manages to do a very good job of setting rules and guidelines, checks and balances, for our government to operate by. I think it is a magnificent piece of work, and it must have taken serious thought for it to be written so well that its words could still be effective 220 years later.

3) I think that this passage tells how the Indian people helped us to see the country, and yet we still had the will to take it all for ourselves, leaving its original owners with nothing more than a few specks of land.

4) The English must have really wanted their colonies back if they were willing to fight not once, but twice to keep them. The British might have seen the potential of America, and they wanted to do everything they could to make sure that they were in charge of it.
