Answer all of the questions on a Microsoft Word document, and be sure to save your file on your floppy disk or by posting it on our message board.  

 1. 
What types of books are you are most interested in researching and writing about?  If you are not sure, go to mrjeffrey.com, click on Phat Links, click on Education Sites, and click on Humanities. Then, under the Literature heading, click on the links that interest you.  

2.  
List three titles and authors that interest you.  If you could not find any titles that interest you, click on the Gale Group and “Authenticate.” Then, click “Back” until you get to this page.  Next, go to the Discovering Collection, click on literature, and select the parameters for your search.

Read the Outside Reading List and choose four books that sound appealing to you.  By Monday, you should begin reading (during Sustained Silent Reading and outside of school) the book that will be the basis for your research paper, but the book does not need to be on this list; there just has to be enough literary criticism on it.

4. 
For one of the books you’re interested in, provide a basic plot summary.  You can do this by doing a search on MSN by typing in the title of your book and adding + plot summary to your search.  You can also get plot summaries from the links under Literature on the Education Sites link.

Now, for all the books you listed, write down the book that seems most appealing for you to read and compose your essay.

Search the Gale Group link by clicking on “Authenticate,” and search for links that best relate to your book and author.

7.
List the name of the links that contain literary criticism on your author.  If you could not find any criticism, try another book from your response to questions two and three.  You will need at least ten different literary criticism citations from five different sources to do your paper.
